A WORD FROM THE PASTOR

In the Gospel, some of the disciples get a glimpse of the glory of God
on Mount Tabor. They can see more clearly who Jesus is and what He
is about. When they saw His glory on the mountain they wanted to
stay where they were and not leave. Peter suggests that they pitch
tents and stay in that glorious place for a while. When we have strong
experiences of God’s love, His grace, and His glory we can have the
temptation to stay there. In the last month we have had two Cursillo
retreats that have been a pretty transformative experience for a number
of our parishioners. We had 12 new men and 28 new women who
went on these retreats and many had a great experience. This was
great for me as well.

But the truth is we have to come down the mountain. For our daily
lives we’re not always going to experience great consolation and joy.
We need to continue the good work of loving our family and building
a just society without feeling great all the time. We cannot forget the
consolation but we have to persevere through the desolate times.

I’ll point out
three reasons even though there are more.

e Susana Chapa Vargas-In 2018, Susana was hired as the new
Director of Hispanic Ministry within the Diocese. Since then she
has worked tirelessly to get to know the Hispanics and Latinos of
our Diocese and has done her best to serve. She has helped pro-
vide bilingual resources, given retreats and conferences
(Encuentro V, Welcome the Stranger), and made sure we can get
the Christian Family Movement going here within the Diocese.
DSA plays a big part of having a voice for us at the Diocese.

e Catholic Charities- St. Vincent Catholic Charities locally pro-
vides counseling, an immigration law clinic, and an adoption
home while remaining faithful to their Catholic identity. DSA
supports this and other Catholic charities.

e Catholic Education- A portion of DSA goes towards tuition as-
sistance for the local Catholic Schools. There are scholarship op-
portunities that can assist elementary students at IHM or other
elementary schools and high school students at LCHS. Along
with this there are scholarship
