DEAR PARISHIONERS,

Today is the celebration of the birth of the United States of Ameri-
ca through the signing of the Declaration of Independence. This was
a dangerous thing to do for these thirteen colonies of Britain because
it was treasonous at the time. Those who signed this Declaration were
potentially signing their death warrant. The founding fathers, while
still very sinful in some ways, had a bold vision of freedom from un-
just governance of the British empire.

As followers of Christ Jesus, we certainly believe in freedom. For
us freedom is not only freedom from injustice or sin. It is freedom
for doing the good, loving God, and growing in love for our neigh-
bor. As St. Paul tells the Galatians, “For freedom Christ has set us

free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of slav-

ery. (Gal. 5:1)” In Christ we are set free to choose life and love the
way God has made us to love. That doesn’t mean we go along to get
along with how things are. We can use our freedom to make the
world in which we live a better place.

The Prophetic Vocation for us as Christians

Part of the interior freedom we can live out as
Christians is by being a voice for the voiceless
as prophets. Prophets are called to speak on
behalf of God against immorality, corruption,
and injustice. Through our own baptism we
share in a particular way to that calling. This
| can mean being a voice against greed and self-
| ishness like St. John Chrysostom or Dorothy
' Day. This can mean being a voice against sex-
( ual immorality like John the Baptist, Thomas
,» More, or John Fischer. This can mean being a
voice against racist policies like Dr. Martin
Luther King Jr. Whatever injustice we are inspired to speak against
we should find our grounding in the truth and not in the approval of
others including the powers of the day.

In his own hometown Jesus was rejected as a prophet because they
thought they knew enough about his background to not take him seri-
ously. Since they knew his family and his father’s trade, they didn’t
believe he could be a true and serious prophet. As a result of their
lack of faith there were limited miracles in Nazareth. We should not
let our humble family or background take us away from the calling
that God places on our hearts.

Como resultado de su falta de fe hubo milagros limitados en
Nazaret. No debemos dejar que nuestra humilde familia o antece-
dentes nos alejen del llamado que Dios pone en nuestros corazo-

nes.
