A WORD FROM THE PASTOR

Growing up some of my favorite action movies
" were the Bourne Identity movies. They were
| great for their pace, action, and the witty banter
_from the cast. Along with these things the
& whole premise of the movies was fascinating. A
very capable, possibly dangerous man is going
to great lengths to find out who he is, where he comes from, and what
he is meant to do. One could say that he has not fortified his sense of
identity and needs to figure it out. In some ways one could say the
same thing about many people in our times. We have many people
who look all around for their identity in many different places. People
can seek their identities through their race, their sexual preference,
political affiliation, and/or social status. All the while we find our true
identity as Christians in relation to God who forms us in the womb
and recreates us through the waters of baptism. Through our baptism
our fundamental identity is one of being beloved sons and daughters
of a loving Father.

Today as a Church we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism of the
Lord. At the baptism of Jesus, the bystanders hear about his true iden-
tity: “This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Listen to
Him!”. Jesus had grown as the foster son of a carpenter and the son of
Mary but here his deeper identity is revealed as he begins the mission
of his ministry on earth. Baptism is the doorway to his ministry of
healing, teaching, and saving us from the bondage of sin. Throughout
his ministry he continues to live out his deepest identity by constant
prayer to the Father, by his faithful teaching, and by opening up the
doors to healing and forgiveness to others. His baptismal identity
guides the mission of his life. The same should be said for us. We
should find our deepest identity in God, who is the guide for the mis-
sion of our life.
