A WORD FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

Today is the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Jesus present in
the Most Holy Eucharist. For centuries the people of Israel have had
a Memorial Meal to commemorate their liberation from oppression
in Egypt and their arrival at the Promised Land. Every year they
sacrificed an unblemished lamb and shared a meal with many sym-
bols that help them never to forget what God had done for them. In
the Gospel today, Jesus comes to share this Passover meal with His
disciples in Jerusalem and brings about an entirely new significance
to the Meal. What he offers is not the cup of suffering or an unblem-
ished sacrificial lamb but His own Body to be offered and His
Blood to be poured out on the following day on Good Friday. In the
Eucharist this liberating sacrifice of Jesus on the cross is celebrated
always in light of the resurrection. As we say within the Mass,
“When we eat this bread and drink from this cup, we proclaim your
death oh Lord. Until you come in glory.

What we come to celebrate in the Mass is more than a memorial
or a symbolic remembrance of what has been done for us in Christ.
It is another presentation of the one sacrifice of Christ Jesus on Cal-
vary for deceased souls and the communal meal that we share of His
own Body and Blood present in the Eucharistic species. As Catho-
lics our faith is not only about a message from the Word of God. We
believe the Word has become Flesh and dwells among us in a sub-
stantial way through the sacraments. This is true because Jesus
speaks it so and entrusts this to his apostles and successors down to
today.

As the physical health situation gets better, we need to get back
into Communion with God and invite others to do the same. We
need to be reconciled and brought into communion with one anoth-
er. Our city has suffered too much desolation, violence, and trials in
the last 15 months. Renewal of our city and area starts with a close
connection to the source of life and grace in God.

Estimados Feligreses,
Hoy es la Solemnidad del Cuerpo y Sangre de Jesus presente en la
Santisima Eucaristia. Durante siglos, el pueblo de Israel ha tenido
una Comida Conmemorativa para conmemorar su liberacion de la
opresion en Egipto y su llegada a la Tierra Prometida. Cada ario
sacrificaban un cordero intachable y compartian una comida con
muchos simbolos que les ayudaba a nunca olvidar lo que Dios ha-
bia hecho por ellos. En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus viene a compar-
tir esta comida de Pascua con Sus discipulos en Jerusalén y trae
consigo un significado completamente nuevo para la Comida. Lo
que él ofrece no es la copa del sufrimiento o un cordero de sacrifi-
cio inmaculado, sino Su propio Cuerpo que se ofrecera y Su San-
gre que serd derramada al dia siguiente, el Viernes Santo. En la
Eucaristia este sacrificio liberador de Jesus en la cruz se celebra
siempre a la luz de la resurreccion. Como decimos durante de la
Misa, "Cuando comemos este pan y bebemos de esta copa, procla-
mamos tu muerte oh Sefior. Hasta que vengas en gloria.
Lo que venimos a celebrar en la Misa es mds que un memorial o un
recuerdo simbolico de lo que se ha hecho por nosotros en Cris-
to. Es otra presentacion del unico sacrificio de Cristo Jesus en el
Calvario por las almas fallecidas y la comida comunitaria que
compartimos de Su propio Cuerpo y Sangre presentes en las espe-
cies eucaristicas. Como catolicos, nuestra fe no se trata solo de un
mensaje de la Palabra de Dios. Creemos que la Palabra se ha he-
cho Carne y habita entre nosotros de una manera sustancial a tra-
vés de los sacramentos. Esto es cierto porque Jesus lo habla asi y
lo confia a sus apostoles y sucesores hasta hoy.
A medida que la situacion de salud fisica mejora, necesitamos vol-
ver a la comunion con Dios e invitar a otros a hacer lo mis-
mo. Necesitamos reconciliarnos y ponernos en comunion unos con
otros.
