Every year for more than 40 years we have come together in one
way or another to share our Latino food and music with the larger
local community. God-willing next year we will be able to share
more of our music, dance, and the arts. For now, we share the au-
thentic, delectable food with the mid-Michigan area and I want to
thank those who have led the preparation for this.

Thanks to Guillermo Lopez for taking the lead on another creative
Fiesta Drive Thru! Thanks to the Booth Chairs who have gotten
things together and getting volunteers. Thanks to Ligia Romero for
buying, Hortencia Reynaga for doing the financials, and Mary Kay
Lawrence for taking on the raffle this year.

This is a great event because of all the people who come together to
make it happen. Just so you know the funds from Fiesta go towards
paying off our loan from the Diocese from the 2009 renovation we
had in our Church of San Martin Hall and the surrounding area. We
have a wonderful building, and we need to continue our monthly
payments to the Diocese to pay off our loan for this. The Fiesta co-
vers one of our three notes for this. We still owe hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars on this but have made great progress.

More than just a fundraiser though this is a great opportunity to
share some of our self with the larger community. This sharing of
love and life is central to our calling as Christians and is how we
better reflect the Trinity. We profess a faith in a God who is love (/
John 4). God is one communion of three distinct persons. The Fa-
ther eternally begets the Son and the Holy Spirit is this interchange
of love between them.
